STEP-BY-STEP INSTRUCTIONS:

1. Observe all industry safety standards and secure vehicle to falldive replacement of the
engine oil dipstick.

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2. Tilt cab ensuring the safety latch is engaged.

3. Loosen clamp and remove dipstick by cutting tie straps and pullinghgtiaut from engine
port. Save clamp for reuse. Dispose of dipstick properly.

4. Slide clamp on to dipstick tube. Do not tighten at this time.
NOTE: Do not heat dipstick tube.

5. Refer to FIG. 2-1. Install new dipstick provided in service kit. Sighstick to the first bead
of the port. Tighten clamp and secure with tie strap. Tie strap must be located as shown.

6. Dipstick must be routed in a down hill manor and must not be in contictany heat
source. Use tie straps as necessary.

7. 32 quarts of oil is required for the initial fill, refer to CAThgne manual for detailed
information.

8. Check and adjust oil level as necessary.
